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PREFACE

IN commencing this work, I aimed at nothing more than to shew
the Sindhi significations of the English words, given in Kennedy's
English and Maratha Dictionary, which I chose as containing a l:vief
yet good list of.the words in most common usein our tongue. Sir
George Clerk, the late Governor of 1lombay, having however, during
his visit to Sindh in February 1848, examined the work so far as
it was prepared, and recommended its being published on account of
Government, I thought it best to make it as complete, as my limited
time would allow, without, however, delaying’ its publication, which
I was informed was required early. "The first sheets were at once given
to the Printer, but to those left in my hands I made additions
and improvements, forwarding them down successively, as the Printer
was ready for them, till all was completed. This will account for the
work getting more and more full, as it advances, The additions made
have more than doubled the original plan, Kennedy’s® Dictionary con-
taining significations for only 5,500 English words. This gives those
for about 12,000. '

This work does not profess to give all the Sindhi, or Sindified, syno-
nymes in use in the country ; it shews only those most common, and
generally understood. The Sindhi, like the Hindostani, borrows from
the Arabic, the Persian, and the Sanscrit, to an extent only limited by
the learning and fancy of the writer. It would have remdered the
work confused and difficult to add all such words to it. Such of
them have been given, as are ip common use, and also all pure Sindhi
words, that I have been able to meet with. I would note that there are
many words in use in Lér or Lower Sindh, which are not known in the
northern parts of the province, and vice versd. Different elasses too
favor different terms-~the Hindoos using many Sanscrit words unknown
to- the Musalmans, and the Musalmans many Arabic vocables spoken
only among themselves.- For this reason I have tried to put first in
place the synonymes best knawn generally, and these will often be found
to be words used in Hindostani. The others follow in order as.they
seem more or less common.
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I have but ravely attempted to express the meaning of a word by, a
phrase. In preference to doing so, I have generally omgjtted English
words expressing ideas, or being names of things peculiar to ourselves.
Such phrases could only be used with safety by one already acquainted
with the language, and one so acquainted would find little difficulty
in forming them for himself.

1 have chesen the Devenagari character to write the Sindhi words in,
as being for many reasons the most suitable and convenient. - To some
of its letters, however, I have been obliged to attach marks to distin-
guish sounds peculiar to the Sindhi. The letters so marked are r, .
?y gv 8. g, and H"

* I have had considerable difficulty in fixing the Orthography. Many
of the words I have given will be found to be pronounced and written
very differently by different persons. I have tried -to choose the most
common forms of spelling, or to follow the general manner of pronun-
ciation, without at the same time going into actual vulgarisms ; but my
choice was very arbitrary, and it will doubtless be thought that I am of-
ten incorrect. One of the most common differences is in the infinitive
of those Causal Verbs, which I have terminated in C e This®
many make 3T, and some too i thus we have FIRAT, FIAAT,
or FI, ¢ to cause to doy but the first form only will be found in this
work4+  The 8T also, terminating many nouns and adjectives, is often
pronounced as if &, especially if it be preceded by or. These differ-
ences, however the learner will readily notice for himself.

The contractions of grammatical terms, which I have used, are so
few and apparent, that it seems needless to give any list of them. As
this work is meant solely for those already acquainted with the principles
of Grammar, I have not thought it necessary to point out the various
parts of speech, or to distinguish the different kinds of verbs, except
where it was needful to do so to avoid confusion.

I would beg to add now a few remarks, which will be found useful in
consulting this work.

An adjective can alﬁayu be expressed by using its corresponding
noun in the genitive, and where the Sindhi possesses no other form for
the adjective, I have loft the English word out altogether. The affix

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qrf]' too, used with nouns in their inflected form, gives them an adjec-
tive signification. But I have seldom expressed such formations. The
learner can readily form them for himself.

Our English adverbs, where derived from adjectives, I have rarely
given scparate from the adjective, which, unless it be such as is in
Sindhi formed from a noun By affixing &, 3T, or any other of the affixes
signifying possession or relation, can also be taken adverbially, thus, @3
&Y AIE oME, ‘this is a good man; &Y AreE T Ar &, ¢ this man
acts well.’

The Infinitive Moods of all verbs are used as verbal nouns, and I
have not therefore thought it necessary to repeat these nnder the Nouns.
In such cases too, as the verbal noun has in Sindhi no other forms, 1
have left the English word out altogether.

Passive verbs are formed by inserting & before tbe final o of the ac-
tive infinitive, the preceding consonant taking either a shorti(¥), or
becoming silent, as FTY ‘to beat,’ HITSY or FHT ‘to be beaten.’
This form of the verb, however, I have seldom given, except in a few
cases where the Sindhi is irregular. A Sindhi passive, though, will

,Sometimes be found used as the synonyme of an English neuter verb,
especially if the neuter form be wanting in the Sindhi.
~ The rules for distinguishing the gender of Nouns are very simple.
Every word in Sindhi ends in a vowel, and it points out the gender. These
terminating vowels are 37, 377, §, €, 9, ¥, and 3. Nouus ending in §
and sJ[ are masculine ; in 87 and g, they are feminine, as are also those
terminating in 3y7, §, and &, unless where, from being the names of living
male objects, they become masculine naturally. The Sindhi possesses
no neuter. The few exceptions to this rule that will be met through-
out this work, I have marked with an ¢m,’ or ¢ f’ following the word
to shew the genders. It must be borne in mind, however, that the first
.of these vowels, 37, when immediately following a silent consonant, is not
expressed, being considered inherent in the consonant, and therefore all
final consanants, which have no vowels written after them, should be
sounded with 3y, thus &z, s. f. ¢ a bedstead.’

Where an English word has many different significations, I have often
given under it only the Sindhi synonyme for that most common, and
referred for the others to corresponding words in other parts of the

Dictionary.
"In conclusion T would remark that this work does not in any wzlxy pro-
fess tobe free from mistakes—that it is by no means complete, will be at
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once apparent. No Dictionary can be made full and correct at the fipst
attempt—above all one of a langyage that has been so little cultivated by
the people themselves as the Sindhi has been. Other duties too
have prevented my giving to it all the labor and attention I would have
wished. Defective as it is, it may however, be useful as a foundation
for a more complete work in some future day. And meanwhile in
connexion with other works, which it is expected will be shortly through
the Press, it i3 hoped, it will be found of use by officers employed in this
province in facilitating the study of the langnage—a knowledge of which
“is absolutely necessary to enable them to perform their duties with
satisfaction and efficiency. -
